PRESENTER 1

PRESENTER 2

PRESENTER 1

MAN

MAN

Go ahead--

GUY

MAN

MAN

MAN

GUY

MAN

What for?

GUY

Hurry up, give it to me.

GUY

Better than eating it raw...

MAN

Shit, where’s the cigarette?!

MAN

She went to a friend’s wedding and… never came back. Must have met a younger guy there and… liked him better.

GUY

Why didn’t you go find her?

MAN

Doesn’t matter. What matters now is, to save our asses, you and me… and the world’s, too.

GUY

MAN

Oh yeah?

GUY

Get the fuck off me!

GUY

MAN
