In our time the continents are inhabitated by people 

whose ancestors were a small group of  

¨homo sapiens¨ who abandoned Africa around 

50.000 B.c. Climate changes caused impoverishment 

of the earth obliging the animals to migrate in the 

search for food and those who depended on them 

followed.

These paths of communication not only transported 

merchandise. Culture, ideologies, doctrines and 

concepts were also exchanged connecting the 

different existing people.

Since the beginning of time nature has been 

perceived as a metaphor for the eternal and critical 

equilibrium between the controllable; the known 

and the unknown; life and death; that wich could be 

dominated and the unpredictable, acquiring a 

spiritual and mystical dimension.

Two great necessities have presented themselves to 

man since his origin. The need for knowledge about 

physical and mental healing, and the solution to the 

great enigmas that surround him, such as the origin 

of the universe, the nature of the divine, 

life and death...

The Shamans were the first to try to give an answer 

to these mysteries.

To be able to explain these mysteries the Shamans 

personified the Superior Energies, representing them 

as the elements that make up the World, such 

Mother Earth, the Sun, the Moon, animals and later 

on as Gods.

Through the means of metaphores, parables, similies 

and allegories they attributed to them qualities that 

the individual human being could understand. 

The characteristics and actions of these personified 

energies, transmitted fundamental values and social 

rules, as well as health and spiritual knowledge.

The proliferation of cities and their social models 

distorted the original spiritual teachings, 

converting religion into a mere social science. 

Power over the soul also signified power and control 

over society.



A religious, political and military hierarchy 

took over the organization of the cities

and the image of an all- powerful God was used

to inforce rule.

The fundamental laws were revealed 

to the religious hierarchy and were seen 

as the eternal and inmmutable Laws of God 

to wich the world and society have been

continuously subjected until the present time.

In our days nearly 70% of the population live 

in cities under a system of patriarchal capitalism, 

thus legitimizing a social structure which 

was imposed when we became sedentary 

and favours  political–economic hierarchies  

which distribute and take advantage of the benefits 

and surpluses generated by living in society.

About a hundred individuals left Africa about 

50.000 years ago guided by just a few.

Today we are a family of seven million people 

separated by only 2.000 generations.
