ROSA

LUÍS

‘Espotifi” … how trendy
ROSA

So much technology and we are listening to the 50’s… play something else, will you?

LUÍS
I still have five songs Leith to download.

3 INT. COCINA. DÍA
LAURA

Claudia! Can you stop with the cell phone?
CLAUDIA

Yes, yes
ROSA
How are you doing?
LAURA
good

ROSA

So, what about Carlos? Is he finally coming?
LAURA
I already told you he is not …. I am bringing this outside

ROSA
Hey, stop with the phone. And go to change your clothes, they are about to arrive and look at yourself.

4 INT. PORTAL. DÍA

REME

They could have come to pick us up, you are a woman with age… and I really hate buses.
CONCHA

Come on, ring the bell at once
REME

Wait…let me do your hair, It looks a bit…

CONCHA

Ah! Don’t … don’t!  and ring the bell now!
5 INT. ENTRADA. DÍA
ROSA
Congratulations mum! How did it go? Those glasses really suits her, you look like la niña de la puebla.

REME
You are so old fashioned Rosa
CONCHA
We did not get out in the right stop.. your sister,… as always…
ROSA
Typical her… We should have gone to pick you up…
REME
No way, buses are so confortable nowadays
CONCHA
Where are the girls?
6 INT. HABITACIÓN. DÍA

LAURA
Are you going to wear that one?
CLAUDIA
When are you going to tell mum about Carlos?

LAURA
I don’t want to upset her today

CLAUDIA
But you are not toguether for 3 months now
LAURA
That one doesn’t go with the day

CLAUDIA
So, what do you want me to wear?
ROSA
What are you doing so long? This is not a wedding… come on, your grandmother has arrived
CLAUDIA
We are coming mum
LAURA

Let me see …here
ROSA
Look, what a pretty dress. Yes, that one

LAURA

Try it on
7 INT. PORTAL. DÍA
TERE
I still think It should have been at our house, It’s much bigger. But of course, my sister had this idea and it had to be here

JUAN
Look at the positive side, like this we don’t need to clean up afterwards… We come, eat and go
TERE
She always has to be in the spotlights with everything, because she knows that my mother preferred to celebrate it at our place. But no, she would go on and on…

TERE
Don’t! Wait for Marcos to arrive. Then we can come in all together, It looks better.
8 INT. COCINA. DÍA

ROSA

Do you think it’s normal? It is so late and we haven’t heard a thing from her yet…. How she dares…
LUÍS

ROSA
My sister! Always late! Not that one! Take one from the back, those are the good ones
LUÍS
What?
ROSA
The bottle!
LUÍS
Ah woman, always making things difficult….
ROSA
Really, I get so mad, always waiting for her, since she was this big
LUÍS
Is this one ok?
ROSA
Look!  The queen has arrived

9 INT. ENTRADA. DÍA

TERE
Are we too late?
ROSA
No no, just enough…Come in Juan, Luis is over there in the terrace

TERE

That’s because we live so far…
ROSA
Yes, well, that’s the bad thing about living in a house, right?
TERE
Well, it depends…
CLAUDIA
What an outfit
MARCOS
My mother, … she is such a pain … no comments about yours…
CLAUDIA

It is my sister’s , you can tell, right?
MARCOS
How did you end up the other night?
CLAUDIA
Not much. We sat in a square till daylight.
10 EXT. TERRAZA. DÍA

LUÍS
So…..let’s play some music to start this big party
ROSA

There we go again with the copla…
TERE
Claudia, Marcos has told me that you met each other the other night
ROSA
Did  you? You did not tell us anything
TERE
Yes, so I heard it was in a disco or something like that
LUÍS
Which disco?
ROSA
Sure, you know all about discos…
LUÍS
And what do you know?
CLAUDIA
Eh.. no, you don’t know the place
JUAN
We should see those two together … party animals …

LUÍS
Then you are like your father, so you know…
TERE
Don’t  say that Juan, he hardly ever goes out
JUAN
And that’s why… he needs to catch up then and get hammered
LUÍS
Ah, I didn’t know you went out together
MARCOS
No, we just met by accident
ROSA
This girl never tells us anything, she is so reserved
CLAUDIA
Well, you never really ask me, do you?

ROSA

Ok, you don’t need to react like this
REME
Marcos you look pale, are you all right?
TERE
They just don’t want us to know where they were yesterday night
JUAN
You can imagine how they’d be
TERE
Juan for God’s sake stop saying those things
CONCHA
Do you also do that drinking in the street?
LAURA
Look how well informed your grandmother is
REME

Of course she is well informed… she spends her day watching TV
CONCHA
I don’t have anything better to do
REME
So you have to spend your whole afternoon watching that rubbish
TERE
Ah! Did you see the show with that blond one..?

REME

Yes, shocking…

JUAN

I hate that show, I can’t take it
LUÍS
Me neither, it’s a pain in the ass
CONCHA
I find it entertaining
JUAN
I can’t stand the queer of the presentador

MARCOS
Dad!
REME
Juan, you are so rude…
JUAN
Come on, don’t you all think the same?
MARCOS
Of course not
TERE
The truth is that they are now everywhere
JUAN
That is a trend, now everyone is a fag
ROSA
Juan, will you please stop the music? We can’t talk like this
LUÍS
But why?
ROSA
Because I am fed up with it, do you get it?
LUÍS

Ok, what a temper! Moreover, your mother likes it. Don’t you, mother in law?
ROSA
Mum, do you like this?
CONCHA
Yes, yes dear, it is delicious…
REME

TERE

ROSA

JUAN

REME

ROSA
Claudia, please, say something to your father
CLAUDIA

ROSA
But this….

CLAUDIA

ROSA
Do what you feel like, but I think  this is really tacky
TERE
What about you Marcos? Do you think it’s normal?

MARCOS

JUAN

How about that! How fashionable this young man! I bet you would not ge tinto a shower with one of those thinking that they would put his hands on you…

MARCOS
Yes dad, I know lots of gay people…
ROSA

TERE

11 INT. BAÑO. DÍA
CLAUDIA

ROSA
I am not coming out. You all will be happy now!
CLAUDIA
Mum, let me explain to you…
ROSA
So much work for all this to be perfect.. and you ruined it all, you all can be happy

ROSA
Claudia? Are you still there?
CONCHA
Rosa? Rosa are you there? Open up dear…
ROSA
Mum? What are you doing here? Go outside with the rest…
CONCHA
You can’t stay there the whole day… come on, open the door

CONCHA
You were always so stubborn..since you were born.
Do you remember when you watched the film Lola la Piconera on TV? You were this big and spent all day long singing the song… that was really annoying dear…
ROSA
I loved that movie, even though it was so bad…
CONCHA
It was very bad! You were mad with me because I did not name you Lola

JUAN
So, who had thought so, that Claudia…
TERE

14 EXT. PORTAL. DÍA
REME
They Could have brought us home..now again we have to…
CONCHA
Now nothing, we take a taxi and ready, stop complaining at once
REME
I just say for you…
CONCHA
Then stop speaking for me

15 INT. COCINA. DÍA
LUÍS
Are you smoking? I thought you quit.
ROSA
No, I didn’t, I never did..I just smoked behind your back
LUÍS
Then I prefer that you continue doing that. If you are not going to quit, I don’t want to see you doing it.
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
