· There are shops, but those are shops. And shops and garages are different. 

· This is a garage.

· We want something new and that is a bicycle garage.

· It's cool!

· When I arrived in Spain I started selling CD's and after that I started searching and selling scrap.

· A few years later, one or two maybe I tried to run my own business that is simply about bicycles, to sell and fix them. 

· My strength and personality help me to keep moving forward.

· I left my country just to make more money.

· Bilbao, man!!

· The way that people behave towards me is what I like most in Bilbao, yes, that's what I like most in Bilbao, how people behave towards me.

· That... is so big for me, one comes from I don't know where and people receive him li he was from here, he is from here, he is from here, they treat me as if I was from here, from here, from here.

· That's life, sometimes you live here and tomorrow you live in another place, but I think that I have found my place to live.

· There are a lot of kids and many people doing bullshit in the streets or in bars, I like doing things and I like working, that's why I repair bikes.

· About working with bikes, I learnt a lor of things in my country, but not everything. There are a lo of things I have learned on my own and nobody taught me. Now I know a lot about bicycles and that is why I am enjoying my job more and more.

· Sometimes I sell two or three and I sometimes repair up to ten or more bikes per week, more or less.

· It's about... removing and putting things to make them look better.

· I am Modou, I'm from Senegal, I'm 33 years old and I have been in Europe for 7 years. I have never slept on the street, I have never stolen anything from anyone, just... work... to survive.
