.Thank you.
M: They've done it again
C: What?
M: They've done it again
P: What have they done?
M: Well, they haven't put boiled egg in the salad.
E: And?
M: A mixed salad has to have boiled egg... Happens every time...
I can't stand it. I hate it when they don't put boiled egg in the salad. Is it so hard?
C: You don't have to make it such a big deal

C: Miguel, please...

-Camarero: What can I help you with?
M: What is your name? So I can address you politely.
C: Don't take any notice of him.
-Camarero: Javi, my name's Javi.
M: Very well Javi, I'm Miguel, and I like my mixed salad to have boiled egg in it. Would you 

be kind enough, Javi, to give us a salad with boiled egg?
J: Yes, but we would have to cook them, and it would take a while.
M: WELL COOK THEM!
We're not in a hurry, right guys?
-Cocinero: Hey, buddy, what's going on over here? Can you explain why you are making such a scene?
M: No, see, I was talking to my friend Javi, if he could cook us some boiled eggs for the salad.
Come on man, don't be like this. It's just a salad. Are eggs so important for you?
C: Miguel are you OK?
-Cocinero: Come on, let it out, before being a cook, I was a psychologist, so maybe I can help you. Come on, let it out, you can let it all out, tell me your problems.
-Niños: Miguel doesn't have eggs . . .
Bravo . . . Bravo . . .
-Cocinero: See don't you feel better now? Stay right here, and I'll go make the salad, just the way you like it.          He's crazy . . .
P: Damn, well if you react that way because of eggs,  every time I go to a restaurant and ask for a mix salad, I let them know I'm vegetarian and they bring it with tuna.
J: Here is your mixed salad, with eggs.
E: Oops...
