Fuck off

In this country when you are black everybody thinks that you sell drugs
You have to be stupid to think that a drug dealer is going to do this shit job

Hey, ça va? Give me a hand
This is my daugther in England. 
I have one daugther in Senegal that have the same age
When I see this girl I get crazy

YesI like kids

I don’t have qualification. 

I come here and I do this job. 

A lot of young people in Senegal don’t have a qualification. 

They want to come here. 

If they see this film they are going to know what is happening here. 

You will be more prepared

In my country I do this kind of job before

But you don´t think that you are going to do this kind of job

This is the problem

The first time that you come here

you will have a big deception

When I worked for her I have problem with Sayeed
He doesn´t want me to go

That’s why two jobs are no good

You always have problems

Sayeed can I have two minutes?
-Why do you want two minutes?

I’m going to work for her

-Do you see Darling? 
-When he saids to you that you have to call him

-You have to call him
-I will call him from no on

-Ok Jazeem go

Two minutes, quick

I get my trolley

This is modou modou life

Where do you want this?

-Wherever
I will put you in front of the pizza restaurant
-Ok

-Where is the pizza restaurant?

It’s here

Hello!
Mon general

Now I am free for two hours
I only know of avocado here

We don´t have this in my country

It is good

I’m having a break to eat this, perfect

-Jazemm is gonna win today?

-I said Jazzem is winning today?

Always I win no one can beat me

No one

I come from Senegal

In a boat I rowed to be here

Every month I have to send money to Dakar

My family is happy

The don´t know how I get this money

They are just happy

I’m here running and hiding away from the pólice

Fighting my life

This is my Rolls-Royce

People make dirty my Rolls-Royce

These are my children

I want to see my children

They give me power

Imagine that you don’t see your childrens for two years

I work hard but it doesn´t bother me why?

Because my children are happy…

In my work I don´t feel the pain
