Bob - So there's only the one card, and you lifted it on the main part. Oh that's a Chile Engine,

that's blacked!...What about these?  I went into the stores. I say to the storeman: 

"Is there any Chile Engines up there?" 

They were on these big stacks, you know? So I go away up and aye that was a Chile engine!

"That's Black, you cannot touch that!"

Three years later

Felipe - Now the Transport union has blacked the crates and no couriers will touch them. The Chilean Air Force is getting desperate. They have sued Rolls Royce for the return of the engines but there's still an embargo on arms trade with Chile following the first cases of torture. So they're trying to suss you out and see what you're capable of. Because it's getting to 1979 and there is going to be General Elections. They're trying to get any stories like this out of the papers. Their hope is that the longer they wait the less passionate you guys will be and there'd be less chance of a big confrontation.

John - Well as far as we were concerned the engines were useless. It wouldn't have made any difference anyway, whether they took them or they didn't.

Robert - We'd made our point.

Felipe – Why did you think they’d be useless by then?

Felipe (V/O) - Three lorries arrived between 2 and 4 in the morning. A company in Glasgow provided the vehicles with fake license plates, under a fake company name.
Bob (V/O) – Harvey
Felipe (V/O) - A solicitor for Rolls Royce was waiting for them at the company gate and led them to the yard where the engines were kept.
Robert (V/O) - We wouldn't let them leave the factory
without a fight.

Bob (V/O) - And they came in with a lorry in the middle of the night to draw away in case some of us wouldn't... would stop it. But if they'd said to me:
"Go up and stop them" I would have gone up to the gates
and stopped them. Because that's what I believed in. That's what I believed in. I still believe in it.
John (V/O) - The management denied knowing anything about it which I don't believe and never believed for one minute.

Bob - I can't read that. Could you read it?

Felipe - It says, in confidence, somebody from the Chilean embassy told that the engines were back in Chile three were in good condition and one was still being inspected this person goes on to say, when the Chilean person was about to tell them how they got the engines out of the UK they chose to ignore the information.

John – Yip, I see that. "With luck, interest in the subject will now die." Did you see that?

Felipe - I had the serial numbers for each engine.

John - I was going to ask you about that.

Felipe - and I sent a Freedom of Information request to the Chilean Air Force asking for their current position.

They replied that one had been destroyed in a plane crash in 1994 and the remaining three had been retired from service and sold to a private owner in 2005.

Robert - I don't believe that they flew again. I can tell you that.

John – No I don’t think, not in the condition they left…

Robert – I don’t think they ever flew again. Not in the condition they left East Kilbride. You're right, John.
