he did not listen to classical music at home

00:04:26:12 00:04:28:08 It didn’t even enter my mind

00:04:28:16 00:04:31:02 For two months he was fighting with me, 

wanting me to let him play the piano

00:04:37:00 00:04:39:19 And eventually I started 

to take him seriously

00:04:56:18 00:04:58:24 I enrolled him for two weeks so he could try it

00:05:00:00 00:05:02:06 His teacher told me 

that he was enjoying it a lot

00:05:03:23 00:05:07:08 and that he was making good progress

00:05:08:10 00:05:13:19 Six months later his teacher asked us 

to find ourselves a new teacher

Russian pianist Gennady Dzubenko

00:05:24:08 00:05:26:14 I was very surprised

00:05:27:17 00:05:31:10 For the first six months, he did not even 

have a piano at home for practising 
00:05:40:02 00:05:42:15 How handsome you are!

00:05:43:01 00:05:46:08 The shoes are new, aren’t they?

00:05:46:18 00:05:50:02 You look like a pop star

00:05:50:12 00:05:53:14 Weren’t those shoes red?

00:05:53:21 00:05:56:03 I’ve got two pairs of similar shoes

00:05:56:13 00:06:00:07 And I thought you would paint them 

red and then white again

00:06:01:09 00:06:03:21 They are Ferrari, aren’t they? 
00:06:04:05 00:06:06:11 And have you got a Ferrari?

00:06:06:19 00:06:07:20 No!

00:06:08:04 00:06:10:07 Perhaps in the future, then.

Are you going to buy one?

00:06:16:05 00:06:19:17 Let’s start!

What are you playing today?

00:06:57:05 00:07:00:12 I remember when I first 

met him at the age of five

the Beethoven sonatina

00:07:36:16 00:07:41:24 When I was listening to the recording, 

his pauses struck me

00:07:48:13 00:07:55:12 Not every musician, not even the adults,

manage to keep the pauses
00:07:56:12 00:08:02:02 It’s the same as in theatre plays

It is very important to keep the pauses

00:08:02:20 00:08:08:05 Because a pause means silence

And silence means music

00:08:08:23 00:08:13:21 When a composer has written a pause, 

the listener must be able to hear it

00:08:14:11 00:08:18:06 And this is what struck me most about him

Even at the age of five, he kept those pauses 

00:08:20:05 00:08:23:17 This is very unusual for such a young child

00:08:24:04 00:08:27:06 Kids are always in a hurry

00:08:27:20 00:08:31:01 But no, he heard those pauses

00:08:31:12 00:08:36:11 I hope he is not going to lose this talent

00:09:01:22 00:09:05:14 I am trying to speak in his language,

that of a child

00:09:06:15 00:09:09:07 But this is changing gradually

00:09:09:21 00:09:13:17 The language we are using is becoming 

a more and more difficult musical language

00:09:20:08 00:09:25:19 I hope his talent 

will survive puberty

of 12, 13 years, important changes occur

00:09:38:03 00:09:42:12 This is why I hope that his talent, 

if it is genuine, will prevail

of Franz Liszt and his pupil, Sophie Menter

00:10:29:05 00:10:34:00 These things have happened 

before in history

00:10:34:17 00:10:39:09 But it happened as well 

that without having famous ancestors

00:10:40:02 00:10:45:20 great poets and scientists were born

00:10:46:15 00:10:51:19 We do not know how genius comes about

00:10:52:08 00:10:56:03 It is a gift of God,

they say 

00:10:56:18 00:11:00:04 I cannot tell whether it is the genes with Michael 

00:11:00:17 00:11:03:03 Every talent comes from God, somehow

00:12:23:02 00:12:26:02 His childhood is like the one of other children 

00:12:26:16 00:12:29:16 With the difference that he does not play 

PlayStation for six hours 

00:12:31:21 00:12:34:21 His game is the piano

00:12:37:02 00:12:40:02 It gives him a lot of pleasure,

just as if it were his toy

00:12:42:23 00:12:47:15 He has got his “friends” there, his “audience”, 

his cuddly toys and his Playmobil figures

00:12:49:14 00:12:53:05 It seems that playing with them 

enhances his creativity

00:12:55:14 00:13:00:17 Those toys seem to awaken 

new melodies in him.

00:13:03:18 00:13:11:03 He’d arrange his toy pets, watch them for a while 

and then call me: “Mummy, I have a new composition!”

00:13:18:08 00:13:21:20 His first works used to be written 

in minor. Those were sad pieces 
00:13:22:10 00:13:25:10 I thought that “Despedida” meant 

his saying good-bye to the audience

00:13:26:08 00:13:29:08 Because he used to play it at the end of his concerts

00:13:30:14 00:13:32:22 Or perhaps it was a foreboding?

00:13:33:14 00:13:35:10 I don’t know

00:13:36:00 00:13:38:03 That would be incredible

00:13:38:18 00:13:41:18 Perhaps he knew a lot more 

than all of us

00:14:14:15 00:14:21:04 At the age of five he started playing 

the piano and at six composing

00:14:22:00 00:14:27:14 When his father died in an accident,

Michael had just turned nine 

00:14:28:10 00:14:33:10 After that, Michael quit composing.

It was very difficult for him

00:14:34:05 00:14:39:19 But a year later, he started liberating himself 

from everything through his compositions 

00:14:40:13 00:14:44:09 His first composition after his father’s death 

is called “I am missing you”

00:15:07:21 00:15:11:17 You can feel he misses his father

00:15:12:23 00:15:19:13 This is why we have 

a very close relationship

00:15:21:09 00:15:26:14 I have known him since 

he was very young

00:15:27:08 00:15:31:08 This is a great responsibility for me

00:15:32:13 00:15:38:11 His father’s death 

made him mature

00:15:39:06 00:15:43:07 Such tragedies always leave their mark on a child 

00:15:44:10 00:15:49:11 When he plays the piano, he likes to play in minor

00:15:50:11 00:15:53:13 This is interesting

00:16:18:17 00:16:23:02 My great-grandmother was Celestine Menter Popper

00:16:23:14 00:16:27:10 And she was daughter 

to Franz Liszt and Sophie Menter

00:16:27:18 00:16:30:04 My father knew Celestine personally

00:16:30:13 00:16:33:10 He was 9 or 10 years old when she died

00:16:34:02 00:16:37:16 They often met, 

because they lived close to each other

00:16:38:17 00:16:42:17 I think I am Franz Liszt’s 

youngest great-grandson

00:16:43:11 00:16:46:23 He had a lot of illegitimate children

00:16:47:15 00:16:51:03 I heard that he had 

about 30 children outside of wedlock

00:16:51:16 00:16:54:18 I suppose you can also 

read this in history books

00:16:55:09 00:16:57:09 At that time, there were no contraceptives

00:16:58:00 00:17:00:03 And he was a ladies‘ man

00:17:00:17 00:17:04:01 Sophie Menter was desperately 

in love with Franz Liszt.

00:17:04:11 00:17:07:05 He was her first love.

She was still a virgin.

00:17:14:14 00:17:17:24 She thought that she would win him over 

with her youthfulness.

00:17:18:10 00:17:20:22 My father told me all of this.

00:17:21:12 00:17:24:14 However, she did not succeed 

in getting him to marry her

00:17:25:03 00:17:28:05 But they were friends 

until he died

00:17:29:21 00:17:35:07 She was always wearing a medallion 

with Franz Liszt’s photograph

00:17:36:07 00:17:41:03 I suppose she was buried 

with that medallion 

00:17:42:16 00:17:46:05 Michael looks very much 

like Sophie Menter

00:17:46:18 00:17:50:19 But this is going to change.

I was like him once

00:17:51:19 00:17:54:21 a tiny nose, 

you would not believe it …
00:17:58:22 00:18:03:06 “Alter Südfriedhof” cemetery, Munich

00:18:03:15 00:18:08:08 I think I was the first to become aware 

of young Michael‘s musical talent.

00:18:09:04 00:18:13:08 He was only three years old 

and singing “Happy birthday” to me

00:18:14:06 00:18:19:01 So then he got a note wrong 

and corrected himself.

00:18:23:06 00:18:27:24 I thought: “This is impossible! This is not normal …”

00:19:16:21 00:19:19:16 This has to be purely genetic

00:19:20:06 00:19:22:22 It’s Sophie Menter’s and Franz Liszt’s genes

explosion of genes

a great composition: the Polonaisa

00:19:30:10 00:19:35:03 One of the great composers 

could have written it, Chopin or Beethoven

00:19:35:21 00:19:39:12 When he was playing it 

I didn’t think that it was his

00:19:40:07 00:19:45:00 Every now and then

I come to see Sophie

00:19:47:14 00:19:53:11 In her time, she was 

Europe’s greatest pianist

00:19:56:21 00:20:01:01 These are our roots 

00:20:02:01 00:20:06:16 Sophie rejected Celeste, 

the daughter she had with Franz Liszt

00:20:08:03 00:20:15:04 Celeste, my grandmother, who I knew personally, 

grew up without a mother until she was 18 years old

00:20:16:06 00:20:20:24 She was completely abandoned

00:20:25:08 00:20:32:08 She wasn’t able to meet her father, Franz Liszt, either, 

because he had died before

00:20:40:03 00:20:49:02 On the one hand I am very proud of these genes, 

which were passed on to me by my great-grandmother and Franz Liszt

00:20:49:20 00:20:53:23 But I’m still not at peace with them

00:20:55:01 00:21:02:09 What they did to my grandmother

just was not right

00:21:03:17 00:21:08:10 But I am able to forgive.

It is also difficult to make judgements

00:21:09:20 00:21:14:13 For Sophie, it was hard, too

She had to travel by coach all the time

00:21:15:09 00:21:20:02 She travelled all over Europe,

to Saint Petersburg, London, Vienna, Budapest, ...

00:21:20:22 00:21:28:11 She used to give concerts as a soloist and 

became director of the Saint Petersburg conservatory

00:21:29:11 00:21:34:04 It may not have been possible 

to take her daughter with her

00:21:34:21 00:21:40:04 But for Celeste 

this must have been a sad childhood

00:22:23:11 00:22:27:05 You should not think that Michael 

is only a piano boy

00:22:27:23 00:22:31:24 He is a genuine boy, 

like all the others

00:22:32:15 00:22:35:21 He would not allow others to beat him in football

00:22:43:12 00:22:48:17 We have a very close relationship, 

considering we only meet twice a year

00:22:49:11 00:22:55:07 But we are connected via skype 

one or two hours a day

00:22:56:08 00:23:01:23 Then he plays the piano and I listen to him.

00:23:07:02 00:23:09:01 Hi granddad!

00:23:09:15 00:23:12:03 The line is very bad today.

Can you see me?

00:23:12:15 00:23:14:03 Yes, I can see you.

00:23:14:15 00:23:18:16 I can hardly see you.

The image is frozen.

00:23:21:06 00:23:23:19 It’s better now.

00:23:24:08 00:23:26:16 Got homework to do?

00:23:27:07 00:23:33:07 No, because tomorrow we are having 

maths and German exams

00:23:33:18 00:23:37:08 Have you studied?

00:23:37:21 00:23:41:22 Yeah, I have studied already.

00:23:42:23 00:23:46:24 So, tomorrow, 

show them what you are capable of!

Polonaisa or Polonaise?

00:23:57:24 00:24:03:13 I am very proud of you. When I first heard it, 

I did not think it was your composition

00:23:05:17 00:24:11:05 I thought it was composed by one of the greats, 

like Chopin or Beethoven

00:24:11:20 00:24:14:12 What are you going to play now?

00:24:15:08 00:24:19:09 I am going to play one of the Chopin Etudes, the fast one

00:24:20:24 00:24:25:00 Are you playing from the score or by ear?

00:24:29:10 00:24:34:06 My father calls every evening

and stays with Michael when he practises.

00:24:34:21 00:24:39:17 Michael needs this support,

because it is very difficult for him without his father

00:24:40:09 00:24:46:00 He needs a man to support him 

so that he doesn’t feel so alone with his mother

00:25:01:10 00:25:04:14 Are you playing something else?

00:25:05:08 00:25:12:08 Yes, I wrote a new composition, a modern one

It’s called Future World

00:25:13:08 00:25:15:23 Is it pop music?

00:25:16:09 00:25:18:14 Yes, it’s similar to pop music

00:25:19:01 00:25:20:24 Great, let me hear it

00:26:16:02 00:26:20:15 This is amazing! 

This is real music for a disco

00:26:21:02 00:26:24:03 I am sure the young people 

will go crazy when they hear it

00:26:26:00 00:26:31:21 This music will get into  the charts

00:26:32:16 00:26:35:10 It’s so energetic

00:26:36:05 00:26:38:00 Did you write it yourself?

00:26:38:05 00:26:40:22 Yes, I did it all by myself

00:26:43:08 00:26:49:04 It makes me feel like dancing.

Me, the old grandpa, I want to dance

00:26:50:10 00:26:56:06 My opinion is that Franz Liszt’s music 

at the time was modern music, too

00:26:57:00 00:26:59:22 It wasn’t traditional classical music

00:26:59:10 00:27:04:21 He created something new. And at that time, 

it was practically like pop music

00:27:05:09 00:27:11:24 And Michael has just finished writing various compositions.

Not only classical ones, but also pop songs 

00:27:13:03 00:27:18:21 I am convinced that he will go far with them

00:27:20:20 00:27:25:13 I like them and I’ve got a sixth sense

00:29:00:01 00:29:05:05 Celeste played the piano very well, too

00:29:05:19 00:29:13:01 My father, Celeste’s son, told me 

that she had a piano in her house in Aussig

00:29:14:00 00:29:21:07 When she played the piano,

people gathered in the street to listen to her

00:29:22:17 00:29:30:15 At that time, there was no radio

Hundreds of people came to listen to her

00:29:31:13 00:29:37:00 She was a very good pianist, too,

but not as good as her mother, Sophie

00:29:37:22 00:29:44:05 We have got neighbours downstairs

and next door

00:29:45:02 00:29:51:05 A piano can be heard very well. Above all from downstairs.

But we are very lucky to have our neighbours

00:29:52:11 00:29:55:24 They have never complained,

on the contrary

00:29:56:21 00:30:02:20 When they see Michael they use to ask him:

What’s the matter? We haven’t heard you play for two days 

00:30:05:13 00:30:15:22 Or they’d say to him: Yesterday we were all sitting on the sofa and listening to you when you were playing the Chopin Ballade
00:30:16:08 00:30:26:16 Wait, I think I have heard him close the door

00:30:31:21 00:30:33:19 I’m starting!

00:30:34:16 00:30:37:24 Wait, I think I have heard something!

00:30:38:13 00:30:40:23 Come on, come on!

00:30:41:13 00:30:45:06 This is really great, 

having a free concert every afternoon

00:30:45:19 00:30:51:07 I think he is practising for his concert on Saturday

00:31:23:10 00:31:30:14 We have a first row seat here on the sofa

00:31:35:15 00:31:42:15 Will you manage to go to Lucerne this summer

for the concert Nathalie told us about?

00:31:46:03 00:31:53:21 I would love to be there.

It’s one of the world’s best concert halls

00:31:54:12 00:32:00:01 That would be something, hearing Michael

there live, after all the hours of practising down here!

00:32:01:02 00:32:05:10 We would deserve 

the best seats!

00:32:11:15 00:32:17:12 I am even prepared to bake those cookies

for him he likes so much

00:32:18:24 00:32:23:18 Better say nothing, you know Nathalie 

does not like us giving him cookies

00:32:24:13 00:32:29:10 Do you think we like him so much

because he is a kid or because he is really so good?

00:32:30:07 00:32:32:16 He is just terrific

00:32:33:11 00:32:40:20 He started when he was such a young child

and gave his first concert at the age of 7

00:32:47:08 00:32:51:11 His first concert was so much fun!

00:32:52:15 00:32:58:08 He played so amazingly

and was totally absorbed by the audience 

00:33:00:13 00:33:07:19 He was sitting there, his mother was standing behind him,

and he was just playing and looking at the audience

00:33:09:06 00:33:15:22 He was looking at us, and all I

was asking myself was: How can he know where the keys are?

00:33:16:24 00:33:19:24 He does not even look at them!

00:34:01:17 00:34:06:01 This has nothing to do 

with those clichés about pianists

00:34:06:17 00:34:10:21 He is a kid and 

his hands are so small

00:34:11:12 00:34:17:01 That day was wonderful.

You gave him a teddy bear

00:34:24:03 00:34:31:22 And he played with that bear 

like a completely normal young child
00:34:38:10 00:34:46:00 They gave me this bear for my first concert

00:34:47:03 00:34:50:08 It is very special to me, like a talisman

00:34:50:23 00:34:52:22 And he is able to move so well

00:34:53:11 00:35:02:12 This one they gave me at a concert in Barcelona,

this one in Madrid

00:35:03:15 00:35:07:13 In the American Institute, 

the gave me …

00:35:11:06 00:35:15:20 … this bear. Well, it’s not 

a bear, it’s a leopard

00:35:21:22 00:35:25:06 I like to be in company 

when I play

00:35:25:23 00:35:30:09 I pretend that my cuddly toys are my pupils

00:35:31:06 00:35:37:05 I used to organise competitions with them

00:36:01:15 00:36:06:19 For him, his cuddly toys are his friends

and his audience when he plays

00:36:09:15 00:36:15:14 He wouldn’t play in a room 

where he is alone

00:36:17:03 00:36:21:09 He keeps both his toys and me near him 

00:36:21:20 00:36:24:15 It’s not like the people would think

00:36:56:05 00:37:02:04 In this photograph, my father was 50

00:37:07:15 00:37:11:05 What else did my father tell me?

00:37:12:03 00:37:18:02 Sophie Menter had a castle 

near Kufstein, in Austria

00:37:22:07 00:37:28:06 Later she sold it. She also had 

a mansion in Stockdorf, near Munich

00:37:35:20 00:37:42:22 All the piano makers wanted to get introduced

and left their pianos to her so she could try them

00:37:44:08 00:37:52:05 So the mansion was filled with pianos.

There were 10 or 12 grand pianos.

00:37:56:06 00:38:03:17 This is Sophie’s mansion. They took it down

and built those modern buildings

00:38:07:03 00:38:10:18 I also know that

she loved cats.

00:38:11:08 00:38:15:09 Her Stockdorf mansion 

was also called “Cat Villa”

00:38:16:06 00:38:23:23 Franz Liszt presented her with a cat

which she took with her to all her concerts

00:38:26:01 00:38:30:00 I imagine that her cat

was a substitute for a child 
00:38:50:15 00:38:58:06 It’s good he goes to German School here 

in Barcelona because his classes finish early.

00:38:59:04 00:39:07:16 He has the afternoon off and so he can practise 

the piano, but there is also enough time left for playing

00:39:08:12 00:39:12:03 He’s got loads of friends.

00:39:13:05 00:39:18:04 No, he is no gloomy, 

unworldly boy

00:39:18:24 00:39:24:02 When he joins me for his classes,

we don’t just talk about music

00:39:51:19 00:39:57:18 Perhaps he will play better than Mozart, 

once he’s the same age as him

00:39:59:24 00:40:05:23 And he composes a lot, too, 

we admire him for this

00:40:06:24 00:40:10:21 And because Mozart was very good as well 

we call him mini Mozart
00:40:31:14 00:40:35:06 He has a victorious spirit

00:40:35:16 00:40:39:03 He says to himself:

“I am going to make it!”

00:40:39:14 00:40:42:23 This is very important!

00:40:43:11 00:40:48:16 When he goes on the stage,

he has no doubts at all

00:40:49:06 00:40:54:14 He is absolutely sure that he is going to play 

through to the end and it will be a success

00:40:56:01 00:41:03:05 Another thing I would like to say:

Unfortunately, there is very little competition here

00:41:04:17 00:41:09:20 At the conservatory, 

there are no competitors for him,

00:41:10:10 00:41:13:17 although he is by far the youngest

00:41:14:07 00:41:19:00 For a soloist, it is positive 

to have competitors.

00:41:19:16 00:41:23:11 Because a musician must know 

where he stands

00:41:23:23 00:41:27:17 He must know that 

there may be others like him

00:41:28:06 00:41:31:07 This has a very stimulating effect

00:41:31:24 00:41:38:10 In Moscow, there is the Central Music School,

which has created great musicians

00:41:39:19 00:41:43:24 Musicians who have become world famous 

00:41:45:01 00:41:50:10 When they are all together,

this is like a bomb

00:41:50:24 00:41:58:20 Because they are all talented kids

and there is a bunch of them

00:41:59:17 00:42:05:05 Because of this keen competition they achieve

a very high performance 

00:42:05:20 00:42:10:01 But if you are the only one,

you tend to think: “I’m the best!”
00:42:28:24 00:42:32:17 The media often compare 

Michael Andreas with Franz Liszt

00:42:33:08 00:42:38:10 They say that Michael carries Franz Liszt’s genes

and this is why he plays so amazingly

00:42:39:01 00:42:44:22 His teacher does not like this at all.

According to him, Michael has achieved everything through his own efforts

00:42:46:00 00:42:52:06 But now I do think that he must have had

some genes to help him

00:42:52:23 00:42:58:00 You can hear it now, 

with the piece that he is playing

00:42:59:04 00:43:05:03 He has just learned the Liszt Tarantella.

It’s the first time he plays one of Liszt’s pieces 

00:43:06:03 00:43:12:08 It took him only three days to learn it,

although it is 15 pages

00:43:13:18 00:43:19:15 It’s the first time that I think

there must be something

00:43:20:12 00:43:27:13 He has never learned a piece so quickly.

He usually takes about 2 or 3 weeks to have it ready

00:43:35:21 00:43:40:19 Franz Liszt is a genius, 

a monument of classical music

00:43:42:00 00:43:52:17 Nobody should be compared to him.

Not even my son, although he descends from him

00:43:54:11 00:44:04:24 We have agreed with his teacher not to mention 

his relation to Franz Liszt in his CV any more 

00:44:06:15 00:44:17:15 Because it causes too much commotion in the media 

and they‘d immediately try to put Michael on camera

00:44:18:13 00:44:24:20 Enough has been written in this respect.

We would like to get back to normal
00:44:31:04 00:44:37:01 Do you have the score 

of the Andante?

00:44:38:08 00:44:43:20 He has to practise a lot

He’s got a wide repertoire 

00:44:44:23 00:44:49:09 The school, the singing.

He dances, too.

00:44:50:12 00:44:54:09 This is way too much!

00:44:55:17 00:45:01:00 He has to focus on the piano.

00:45:01:23 00:45:08:04 We’ll see. He is

at a difficult age now.

00:45:08:24 00:45:14:01 Eleven years. 

That’s a turbulent age …

00:45:17:02 00:45:24:15 He plays pieces that have not been written

for young children
00:45:25:19 00:45:33:20 I have to explain a lot to him

in his own language

00:45:37:13 00:45:40:23 Have you written a new composition?

00:45:42:00 00:45:44:16 Yes, a Polonaisa

00:45:45:21 00:45:50:23 You know what that is?

00:45:52:04 00:46:00:08 It’s a Polish dance. It used to be played 

at the beginning and the end of a ball

00:46:04:08 00:46:10:11 You have played a polonaise before?

00:46:11:06 00:46:16:00 Right, the Chopin polonaise!
00:46:27:04 00:46:32:06 When Michael was six years old my husband

and I were thinking about what to give him for Christmas.
